laboratories. The results obtained at the EUROLAB level need to be conveyed by the
individual associations to their respective members to exploit their full potential. Just
as it is essential that requests from the membership base reach EUROLAB in order to
be able to direct its activities.
We must therefore, on the one hand, strengthen EUROLAB engagement with our
international stakeholders and partners and, on the other hand, make the connections
with national associations more fluid, systematic and collaborative. We need to make
the most of EUROLAB's activities and this is a goal that we can only achieve by working
together.
